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Austin Child Guidance Center Granted $135,000 From Meadows Foundation

AUSTIN, TX – July 28, 2004

Austin Child Guidance Center recently secured a major 3-year grant from The Meadows Foundation totaling $135,000.  During the second and third years of the grant, the Center is challenged with a $1 for $1 match for local support.  The money will be used towards hiring a Director of Development to diversify and increase the agency’s funding base to meet the demand for mental health services.


The need for mental health services in the Austin community is great, and waiting lists at the Center remain lengthy.  Currently, there are 46 children waiting for therapy or assessment services.  The Center’s solution: to provide more mental health services to families by diversifying and increasing its funding base.  By hiring a full-time experienced Director of Development, this will be possible.  This will be a first in the 50-year history of the Center.  Goals over the next three years include doubling its donor base and nearly tripling its donor revenue.
The Center is now accepting resumes and actively recruiting qualified applicants with a history of successful fundraising.  Interested candidates should contact the Center at 512-451-2242.

The Meadows Foundation, the largest contributor to this initiative, is among the most recognized private philanthropies in the country with current assets valued in excess of $800 million.  Since 1948, it has dispersed over $430 million in grants to assist people and institutions of Texas improve the quality and circumstances of life for themselves and future generations.
Other contributing foundations to this initiative include the Donald D. Hammill Foundation, Shield-Ayres Foundation, and Silverton Foundation.
Austin Child Guidance Center is the only non-profit organization in Austin whose sole focus is children’s mental health.  It is committed to improving the mental health of children through early intervention, diagnosis and treatment.  A multidisciplinary team of psychologists, social workers, counselors, and psychiatrists provide mental health evaluation and treatment services, including individual, family and group counseling.  Eighty-six percent of the families receiving services are low-income.
